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Guidance for referral:





Unilateral cochlear implantation is recommended as an option for people with severe to profound hearing loss who do not receive adequate benefit from acoustic hearing aids, as defined below:


Severe to profound hearing loss is defined as hearing only sounds that are louder than 80 dB HL (pure-tone audiometric threshold equal to or greater than 80 dB HL) at 2 or more frequencies (500 Hz, 1,000 Hz, 2,000 Hz, 3,000 Hz and 4,000 Hz) bilaterally without acoustic hearing aids. 





Adequate benefit from acoustic hearing aids is defined as:


for adults, an aided phoneme score of 50% or greater on the Arthur Boothroyd word test presented at 70 dBA


for children, speech, language and listening skills appropriate to age, developmental stage and cognitive ability. 





Simultaneous bilateral cochlear implantation is recommended as an option for the following groups of people with severe to profound hearing loss who do not receive adequate benefit from acoustic hearing aids [as defined above in b.)]:


children


adults who are blind or who have other disabilities that increase their reliance on auditory stimuli as a primary sensory mechanism for spatial awareness.





It is useful if the hearing aid/s have been trialled for at least three months (unless contra-indicated or not appropriate) before getting referred for cochlear implantation.





For cases with confirmed Auditory Neuropathy Spectrum Disorder (ANSD), where hearing thresholds are not the true reflection of the hearing impairment, a cochlear implant assessment can still be considered. So please check with Implant Centre Co-ordinator if you are unsure.
